th
 Annual New York State Commercial Real Estate Conference will be held at the Turning Stone Resort 

and Casino in Verona, New York. For the past seven years this annual event has been held at this resort which is located in the 
central part of New York State . The conference was started in 2002 by the New York State Commercial Association of 
REALTORS®. The organization felt it was important to hold a great networking/education event open to the membership as 
well as other real estate professionals. The event is sponsored by the New York State Commercial Association of REALTORS

Inc., the Northern New Jersey/New York State Chapter of CCIM, the NYS Upstate and Downstate Chapters of SIOR and the 
Society of Exchange Counselors (SEC). Joseph F. Rowley, Jr. (CB Richard Ellis/Rochester) is the conference chair.  
 
In 2002, the first conference was one day in length, had one speaker and 60 attendees. Over the years, the conference has 
grown into the premier networking event of the year. The conference is now held over a three day period and has 
approximately 200 attendees and 15 exhibitors/sponsors. The conference opens with a networking/marketing session, which 
runs for 1 ½ days. This is a great opportunity to expose your properties available to co-broke and clients’ needs. Attendees 
come from across the country to participate in this great event. The conference also features a welcome reception, six 
commercial continuing education classes, a leasing roundtable, organization meetings for sponsoring groups, and a golf 
tournament. A keynote speaker is featured for the luncheon held on the last day of the conference. The national presidents of 
CCIM, SIOR and SEC are also invited to speak at the luncheon. 
 
The member registration fee of $125.00 includes participation in all of the above named events, plus includes breakfast and 
lunch each day. The nonmember price is $175.00 - an outstanding value!  (There is an additional cost to play golf) 
 
It is a large endeavor to coordinate the conference each year. A planning committee which consists of the conference 
chairman, the officers of NYSCAR, NYSCAR Education Chairman, a representative of the NYS CCIM chapter, the SIOR chapter, 
SEC, a designated golf chairman and the chapter presidents  meets 6-7 months prior to the conference to select speakers, 
education programs and talk about pertinent information for the conference. Everyone on the committee assists in trying to 
secure exhibitors/sponsors. With the challenging economic times we are facing, the committee has dropped the cost of 
exhibiting to $500.00 for a table. Diamond, platinum and gold sponsorships are also available. The NYSCAR staff also 
participates in the planning and handles many details for the conference. 
 
After the committee agrees on speakers and instructors, they are contacted to see if they can participate.  
Speakers/instructors are requested to send course outlines, bios to the NYSCAR office, so that the paperwork can be  
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submitted to the NYS Department of State to secure continuing education credit. A flyer is created which includes a schedule 
of events, brief description of the education classes, instructors, events and registration form. The registration form includes 
information for attendees to secure overnight accommodations at the resort and also requests attendees to choose the 
various events they are attending, so that proper seating can be planned. The flyer is sent 1 ½ months prior to the conference 
via email to members of all sponsoring groups as well as other interested parties. The NYSCAR office processes all 
registrations and prepares all printed material for the conference, such as course outlines, name badges, marketing books, 
signs, etc. The office also sends out confirmations and handles the paperwork for continuing education credit. 
 
The 2008 conference brought together commercial practitioners from New York State as well as other states including: Ohio, 
South Carolina, Connecticut, Massachusetts, Florida, New Jersey, Texas,  Kansas and Canada. Six commercial classes were 
offered on June 18, 2008, four of which carried continuing education credit, instructors included: Tim Conley, CCIM; Patrick 
Reilly, RCE; Robert Giniecki, CCIM, SEC; Jim Wilson, CCIM, SEC; Joseph Larkin, CCIM, SIOR; William Burgess, CCIM, SIOR; James 
Runko; and Jacqueline Conti, MAI. Also added to the list of events was a leasing roundtable.  
 
Attendees enjoyed keynote speaker, Herbert Krumsick, SIOR, Senior Vice President, J.P. Weigand & Sons, Inc., (Wichita, 
Kansas) who spoke about the state of real estate in the US. Herb’s unique humor certainly kept everyone’s attention! Michael 
Kelly, Director of Governmental Affairs of the New York State Association of REALTORS

®
, spoke to the attendees relative to 

state of politics at the Capital in Albany. He reminded attendees that as of July 1, 2008, there would be new regulations in 
effect relative to education. NYSCAR President, Maureen D. Wilson, CCIM, SIOR , President-Elect of CCIM, Charles A. McClure, 
CCIM and Steve Eustis, SEC, CCIM, President of the Society of Exchange Counselors updated the attendees relative to each of 
their organizations. NYSCAR and CCIM also held their Board meetings in conjunction with the conference.
