
REALTORS® Meet with FEO to Discuss Gas Crisis
 

REALTOR President Joseph B. Doherty 
led a delegation of National Associa­
lion leaders to Washington last week 
in an effort to lay claim to fair treat­
ment for the industry during the con­
tinuing gas crisis. 

Ina meeting with William N. Walker, 
general counsel, Federal Energy Of­
fice, President Doherty suggested that 
g<Nernment officials should not 
blindly reject a gas rationing system in 
the event that the current allocations 
program continues to fail the needs of 
OOsiness people. 

Mr. Doherty was accompanied by 
LOOald I. Hovde, chairman of the As­
sociation's Blue Ribbon Committee on 
Energy, Harley Snyder, vice chairman 
lithe Energy Committee, H. Jackson 
Pontius, executive vice president. and 
Albert E. Abrahams, director of the 
CcNernment Affairs Department. 

Mr. Doherty pointed out that in some 
states where gas rationing is being 
tried in one form or another at the 
state level, REALTORS and other com­
